1. Freedom from Sin

 Romans 6:7

 this is not “freedom from hell”

 Romans 6:18-23

 “slaves of righteousness”



2. Freedom from the Curse of the Law

 Galatians 3:13

 a schoolmaster who always tells me what I’m 

doing wrong

 Galatians 1:6-7, 3:1

 Satan has used legalistic preachers to bewitch 

Christians into serving a schoolmaster instead of a 

father



3. Freedom from the Love of Money

 Hebrews 13:5

 “Money is a good slave but a bad master!”



4. Freedom from Fear

 Hebrews 2:15

 Fear is a prison!

 Hear the words of Jesus : “Take courage; it is I, 

do not be afraid”



5. Freedom from Anxiety

 Matthew 6:34

 Seek God’s kingdom first

 Philippians 4:6-7

 Turn your “anxiety attacks” into “prayer 

petitions”, and then let the peace of Christ stand 

guard at your hearts door
